(Abstract)

In the present paper a new genus of Emydidae, Anhuichelys, two new species, A.
stgoshthensis, A. tsienshamensis, and an indeterminable young individual of this genus
from Paleocene of Anhui Province are described. So far as it is kmown, the record
of Emydidae of Paleocene is comparatively rare in the world, and neither emydid nor
any other turtles of this epoch had been known in China until 1974 when the
Hokouchelys (Emydidae) was described by the present author. Recently, as more
discoveries of Paleocene deposits have been made by geologists and paleontologists,
more fossil turtles of this epoch are obtained. Now, in our country, we have not only
the emydids but also the dermatemydids from Paleocene, they are:
