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STUDY ON 7 BEHAVIORAL TRAITS OF LATERAL FUNCTIONAL
DOMINANCE IN3 NATIONALITIES OF XING ANL EAGUE

Abgract : A sanple of 1852 middle school sudentsfrom 3 nationdlities (Han , Mongpl and Chaoxian)
in Xing' an League was invedigated on 7 behaviora traitsof laterd functional dominance (handedness,
hand claping , arm folding, leg folding , sride type, foot preference and eye preference) in Sot.
1998. The result is asfollows. (1) In all 3 nationdities sudied , the frequencies of right type were
over 50 % in nog traits . (2) The frequencies of the 7 traits except handedness, leg folding , foot
preference and eye preference , showed differences anong 3 nationalities. (3) The frequenciesof nog
traits had no sexud difference. (4) Between the traits, the correlation is high. In each studied pair of
the traits with ocorrelation, the two relevant pherotypes usualy showed the same latera functional
domi nance.
